After many years of searching, Howard
Carter (an English archeologist) was the
man who discovered this hidden vault. With
great trepidation, Carter made a tiny breach
in the top left-hand corner of the doorway.

He then took a candle and peered inside.

Inawe, he gazed upon all manner of wonders
inside, knowing he had made a great
discovery. When Carter was asked, ‘Can you
see anything?’ he replied with the famous
words: ‘Yes!
