Making a moon dial!
You will need:
A paper split pin 
Scissors 
A pencil and some modelling clay (to make a hole) 
Instructions 
You can now make your own moon dial to help you track through the different phases of the moon. 
1) Cut out Discs 1 and 2 (see next 2 pages). 
2) Place some modelling clay under each of the blue dots then use a pencil to push through and make a hole. 
3) Place Disc 2 on top of Disc 1 and put the paper split pin through the holes to secure the discs together. 
4) You can now track the phases of the moon!
