Your child should be aware that there it is very likely that clothes will get muddy on the 

farm and there is slight chance that some items of clothing may get torn or suffer other 

damage. Please bring old clothes that you do not mind getting muddy or damaged!  

 

Toiletries:

 Shower gel/soap  

 Shampoo  

 Please don’t send your child with spray deodorant 

Clothing  

 Underwear (bring spares in case!)  

 Socks (recommended 7 or 8 pairs) 3 x pairs of thick socks/football socks 

 Nightwear – dressing gown and slippers if you have them.  

 3 pairs of old tracksuit bottoms  

 Shorts (for summer visits)  

 T-shirts  

 Warm jumpers  

 Warm clothes to relax in at night (to keep clean)  

 Waterproof coat  
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Footwear  

 Pair of old trainers or daps that can get muddy  

 Wellingtons (if available)  

 Slippers or other indoor footwear 

Other  

 Plastic water bottle.  

 Book for quiet reading time  

 

The following items are not allowed at Jamie’s Farm: 

 Phones 

 MP3 players, games consoles etc. 

 Food or drink – including sweets and fizzy drinks as well as healthier options
