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Dear Parents
Year 1 Mastering Number- Bonds to 10

The children in Year 1 are continuing to take part in daily Mastering Number sessions. These sessions focus on the development of good number sense for all children. The aim over time is that children will leave KS1 with fluency in calculation and a confidence and flexibility with number. 

The Year 1 children have been building on their work in Reception, learning number bonds within 5, and are now learning the number bonds to 10. These are the pairs of numbers that add together to make 10 and how 10 can be decomposed (taken apart) into pairs of numbers.

We would love your support in helping the children to practice these facts at home and learn to recall them by heart.

The bonds to 10 are-

	0+10    and   10+0
1+9    and   9+1
2+8    and   8+2
3+7   and   7+3
6+4   and   4+6
5+5
	10 – 0 = 10
10 – 1 = 9
10- 2 = 8
10 – 3 = 7
10 – 4 = 6
10 – 5 = 5
10 – 6 = 4
10 – 7 = 3
10 – 8 = 2
10- 9 = 1 
10 – 10 = 0




Please practice these facts with your child at home regularly. The children will practice them daily in the classroom too and the aim is that they will be able to recall them by the end of this term. In the final week of this term, we will test the children on these facts.
How to say the facts:
We use a range of mathematical vocabulary with the children so they are used to hearing and understanding the facts said in different ways. 
For example, 7 + 3 = 10 could be:
“Seven add three equals ten.”
“Seven and three make ten.”
“Seven plus three are equal to ten.”
“What goes with 7 to make 10?”

And 10 – 2 = 8 could be:
“Ten take away 2 equals eight.”
“Ten subtract 2 is equal to eight.”
“Ten minus two is eight.”
“What goes with 2 to make ten?”

Ways you can support your child at home:
Flashcards: Attached to this letter are some flashcards. Cut up and mix up these flashcards. Challenge your child to see how quickly they can recall the facts.
Matching pairs: Play ‘Pairs’ with some homemade cards with the digits 0 – 10 or playing cards. Instead of matching identical cards, match cards which pair to make 10.
Secret agent hunt: Write pairs of number bonds on separate sheets of paper, for example, 7 and 3. Do this for all number bonds to 10. Then, hide the numbers around the home. Tell your child that they are going to be a secret agent looking for number bonds. They have to find a pair of numbers that make five and bring them back.
Number bond snap: Use a pack of playing cards to play snap with your child, but instead of shouting snap when the numbers are the same, shout 10 when the two cards add to make 10. 
Online games: Hit the Button - Quick fire maths practise for 6-11 year olds (play online, you don’t have to download the app)
