This week has been British Science Week. Each year, British Science Week hold a poster competition. This year the theme is ‘What makes children’s lives positive? What will a positive childhood look like in the future for children your age?’
Think about-
What things make your life positive now? 
What did a good/positive childhood look like in the past? Ask some grown-ups to tell you about what made their life good when they were children. 
Imagine your own children, if you have them, in the future. What would a positive childhood look like for them? What will they be playing / doing / eating / learning / thinking? Who will they be doing these things with?  
What do children in other countries around the world enjoy? How is this the same or different to what makes your life positive? 
There are some resources below that might help you think of ideas. 
Once you have had the opportunity to explore the questions and collect your thoughts, it’s time for to create your own poster to present your ideas. Posters must be A4 in size (ask if you would like paper). You can use pop-up pictures, pull out tabs or materials such as pencils, paints, crayons, collage and paper to create your posters.  Digitally created posters are also allowed. Shortlisted posters are often shared publicly, so please don’t include any personally identifiable information such as names or photos of real people.
