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In 1926, George Jardine Kidston donated Mead Fields to Box Parish Council to form the Recreation Ground, known as Box Rec. From that point onwards, Box Rec has been the place for the people of Box to meet friends, spend time with their family, play sport, attend events, walk their dog, play in the park and generally have fun!
